NORD is accepting applications for one-year grants for clinical research studies related to the early detection, diagnosis, or treatment of patients with Ehlers-Danlos Syndrome.   Ehlers-Danlos Syndrome (EDS) is a group of hereditary disorders of connective tissue, the tissue that provides support to many body parts including the skin, muscles, and ligaments.  In this syndrome, faulty collagen (the protein that adds strength and elasticity to connective tissue) results in unstable, “loose” joints and unusually fragile skin that tears or bruises easily.  There are six major types of EDS, classified according to their signs and symptoms, the underlying biochemical defects, and mode of inheritance.

Research Objectives

The purpose of the NORD Research Grant Program is to encourage meritorious clinical studies designed to improve the diagnosis or therapy of rare “orphan” diseases.  Grants will be awarded to academic researchers to initiate small clinical trials, the results of which could be used to obtain funding from NIH, FDA or other funding agencies, or to attract a corporate sponsor.  Procedures or proposed therapeutic trials may be new, based on recent biochemical or pharmacological evidence, or be in preliminary states of clinical investigation.  Evaluation of proposals will include careful consideration of protocol design, objectiveness of parameters measured, and statistical evaluation proposed.  Protocols that will focus on early detection, diagnosis, or treatment (pharmacological, devices, surgery, or dietary) will be given priority.  Grants not to exceed $30,000 for one year will be awarded by National Organization for Rare Disorders and Ehlers-Danlos National Foundation for the support of clinical research on Ehlers-Danlos Syndrome.

FURTHER INFORMATION

· All applicants will be reviewed for scientific merit.

· Indirect costs are not allowed.
· The number of research grants to be awarded will depend upon the availability of funds and the quality of applications.

· Applicants will be informed if a complete proposal is appropriate and an application form will be sent by NORD to those individuals.  Full proposal invitations will be announced on June 1, 2004.

· Full proposals (by invitation only) are due August 3, 2004.

· If study involves humans, copies of the Informed Consent and the Institutional Review Board (Ethics Committee) approvals will be required from each site involved in the study, before payment.

· Clinical drug trials must meet the requirements established by the Food and Drug Administration (FDA).

· If study involves human gene therapy, a copy of the NIH Recombinant DNA Advisory Committee (RAC) review or waiver of review will be required.
